4. Old Business

a. Bacon reported that no new truck traffic concerns were reported during the past year.

5. New Business
a. Schroeder gave a brief report on the blasting activity at the quarry during the past year. Twenty seven blasts were conducted and no problems occurred. Seismographs are set up in various places in order to get adequate and accurate measurements.
i. Gilligan reported that no further blasting is scheduled for this year.

b. Schroeder reported that the Fire Marshal’s Office received two complaints;
i. May 12, 2014- Resident stated that he did not hear warning whistle, that the blast shook the home and knocked collectibles from shelves, and startled animals. Schroeder advised complainant that the seismograph was not activated by this blast.

ii. May 27, 2014- Regarding construction noise early in the morning and late at night; Schroeder advised complainant of the availability and online location of town’s noise ordinance for review.

c. Discussion ensued regarding Bacon’s inquiry about use of lights overnight and early morning activity;

i. Gilligan- lights are left on in the quarry all night to deter illegal activity and trespassers. Also informed committee that nobody that is supposed to be there would be working during early morning hours.
